Welcome to Washoe County, Nevada.

This letter serves as a reminder to complete your follow up evaluation for tuberculosis. The United States Division of Immigration and Quarantine has forwarded a copy of your physical exam that was done in your native country prior to departure.  

The exam revealed:

__ ____ “clinically active, non-infectious” tuberculosis (TB) and you were    
              instructed to follow up within one week of your arrival in the U.S.A. with       
              the local Health Department.  

___ ___ “latent tuberculosis infection” and you were instructed to follow up within  
              one month of your arrival in the U.S.A. with the local Health Department.

Because you were not infectious at the time of departure, you were cleared for travel to the United States. The stress of travel and moving to a new country often causes a person with TB infection to progress to active infectious TB disease.  This is the reason it is necessary to complete another medical examination when you arrive in the United States. 

Please call the TB Prevention & Control Program Clinic at (775) 785-4785 for an appointment promptly. The clinic hours are Monday-Friday from
8:00am – 5:00pm.  We are closed from 12:00pm-1:00pm for lunch.  The clinic is located at 10 Kirman Avenue in Reno, NV.  


[bookmark: _GoBack]The Washoe County TB Clinic is located on the corner of E. 2nd Street and Kirman Avenue; just behind the Renown Hospital.  Our door faces south towards the Renown parking lot.  There is parking in the back of the building against a red fence where 10 Kirman Avenue authorized parking is posted.  Do not park in the Renown Hospital parking lot because it is restricted for their staff only and you may be towed if you park there.  

The appointment will take approximately two (2) hours.  Please bring your CD and medical forms to the appointment. 

When you are seen in the clinic, further tests will be done to complete your TB evaluation.  Tests previously done in your native country, at the time of your physical exam may need to be repeated when you come in for your appointment.  This is required to complete your immigration to the United States.  The results of the examination will not affect your immigration status. 

If we do not hear from you within the next two weeks, we will notify The Division of Immigration and Quarantine of your failure to report to the Washoe County Health District TB Clinic as instructed.  Please ask your sponsor to help you complete this evaluation.
